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SEMESTER 1 NEARLY DONE

Semester 1 is nearly over. The Semester finishes at the end of next week (Week
8) The impact for R -6 classes will be minimal and it will be mainly just timetable
changes (some lessons at a different time.) For Years 7 -12 the changes can have
quite a bit more impact. In some cases, whole subjects finish and new ones start
as well as timetable changes. The Semester 2 timetable will run for a couple of
weeks this term whilst we iron out any issues that we find.

There will be some additional staffing changes to start the new term but more
details about them in the next Newsletter.

STUDENT FREE DAYJUNE LEARNING DESIGN

Our SFD last Friday was an introduction to a 4 year developmental program that
DECD is running to ensure that all schools can assign grades in a consistent way.
The first part of this project is to get a common understanding around how we
plan student work and assessment tasks. Our focus was on Learning Design.
Looking at how we design our learning and assessment tasks so that students
have every chance to show teachers exactly what they are capable of. A lot of
our early lesson design work was based around getting students to show
teachers that they can do what is at a “C” or satisfactory level. We are now
spending more time looking at how a change in our planning and designing may
allow students to show us much more about their abilities. In this way we can
see if a students is at more than a satisfactory level and so we can assign higher
grades (B and A) with much more confidence.

The second part of this new project is based around ensuring that our grades
then are consistent across a school, across local schools and even across the
state.

As this was our first go at the new project, we were a little anxious and not sure
how to go about making the changes. Before our next SFD in September, staff
will play with the new formats and start to get their heads around what is
involved.

Our SFD last Friday involved all staff from our Partnership and so it was quite a
large group. Coming together also enables us to meet with and make
connections with other teachers who are working in the same year levels or
subject areas. We will now be able to make contact with these staff in different

schools as we work on our new approaches.
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GOVERNING COUNCIL MEETING

Our Governing Council meet this coming Monday 19 June. On the agenda will be details of our External Review
to be held the first week back in Term 3 and some discussion around our Written Reports. Written Reports
come out at the end of the term and cover the work from Semester 1. The grades assigned in these reports
relate to the work that has been introduced to students so far. The reports at the end of the year are designed
to cover the whole year and the student’s achievements in relation to what is expected for that year level.
There has been some changes to the wording and definitions associated with the A — E grades. There will be
some additional information in the next Newsletter to help explain how the written reports work and what the
changes mean.

NAPLAN QUESTIONS

NAPLAN has been and gone for this year but as talked about in a previous Newsletter, we have included a
couple of questions from Year 3 and Year 5 Numeracy. Have a go at working out the questions and get a feel
for what your child was involved with. We will put some more Year 7 and 9 questions in the next Newsletter.
Remember that NAPLAN tests a range of aspects of Literacy and Numeracy.

YEAR 10 WORK EXPERIENCE

A very big thank you to the range of local and further afield business that have hosted our Year 10 students in
the last week. It is a very valuable experience for young people to get a taste of working life. We are hopeful
that it gives our young people a chance to focus on some areas of interest and will motivate them to do well
with their studies in an effort to secure employment in an area they are interested in.

ARTS EVENING

Our annual Arts Evening is approaching quickly. Classes are working on their items and there is much
excitement with the chance to perform to a large audience. Please attempt to keep the date free for this event
as your child will really appreciate having you in the audience for their item.

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CURRICULUM CORNER

What is a Running Record?

Running Records is a way for us to test a student’s decoding skills to help us decide their reading ability. A
Running Record is completed at least twice a termto help the teacher have a better understanding of your
child’s reading abilities. After a test is completed, the teacher will calculate what percentage your child
successfully reads each word. This helps the teacher decide if your child should move up or stay on the current
level.

The results

If your child is reading at a percentage of:

1 96-100% - your child will move up a level

I 90-95% - your child will stay at the level they are currently on. This level of book is appropriate for them.

9 Below 90% - your child’s teacher will make a decision about leaving them on their current level or finding a
more appropriate level for them.
